4. Willingness to participate in a one-to-one interview with a member of the research team

5. Willingness to participate in a one week special TUC women’s summer school in July 2009 and participate in all associated activities

6. Able to meet conditions of the US Visa Waiver Scheme (see http://www.usembassy.org.uk/cons_new/visa/niv/vwp.html)
