B Many British supermarkets sell produce grown in Israeli settiements on
stolen Palestinian land

M Such settlements are on occupied Palestinian land, in the West Bank, and
are illegal under international law*

Why this matters to you as an ethical shopper:

e Palestinian farmers have lost their land to these illegal Israeli settlements
(over 40 per cent of the West Bank)

e Palestinian workers in the settlements are exploited and child labour is
used

e The Israeli occupying power prevents the export of nearly all Palestinian
goods

e Scarce water resources are frequently confiscated by the Israelis and then
used to irrigate settlement produce for export to the UK

e Settlements have a detrimental impact on the daily lives of Palestinians.
Movement is restricted through a system of separate roads for Israelis and
Palestinians, hundreds of checkpoints, and the illegal wall. Palestinians
also endure violence at the hands of settlers

¢ The settlements and their continuing expansion are recognised
internationally as one of the main obstacles to resuming peace
negotiations

*The Geneva Convention states that the transfer of a civilian population into occupied territory
is a war crime

Don’t buy settiement goods.
