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After five years of falling living
standards, pay freezes, attacks on
social security and huge cuts to
public services, this new parliament
just promises more of the same for
working people and their families.

Trade unions have a proud
tradition of standing up for workers,
their families and the services
everyone uses.

But now the government is
threatening the right to strike.
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They want to make it harder for
workers to speak out — allowing
employers to use agency workers

to break strikes and putting huge
restrictions on pickets and protests.
In short, they want to silence millions
of union members and threaten their
right to strike.
